Greetings!  This month Iôd like to focus on women and the importance of having 

enough calcium in our daily diet.  Calcium is essential for cardiac regulation, 

nerve conduction, stimulating hormone secretion, blood clotting, and most 

importantly, attaining and maintaining bone mass, structure, and quality.  Our 

bodies cannot produce enough calcium to perform these functions.  Calcium is 

lost daily through hair, skin, nails, sweat, urine, and feces.  We must replace this 

lost calcium or our bodies will take calcium from the bones to perform its other 

functions. 
 

HOW MUCH CALCIUM DO WE NEED?   Recommended daily calcium 

intake for women aged 31-50 years and for women on hormone therapy is 

1000mg/day.  For women 51-70 years the recommendation is 1200 mg/day.  

Older women should have 1500 mg calcium/day. 
 

HOW CAN WE GET IT?   It is difficult for most Americans to obtain enough 

calcium daily through diet alone.  Calcium carbonate and calcium citrate are 

both available in pill form at the pharmacy.  However, many people find these 

pills too large and hard to digest.  These supplements tend to cause nausea, 

indigestion, constipation and bloating.  Fortunately other options exist.  Since 

calcium is better absorbed when consumed in small amounts throughout the day, 

itôs important to consider using both dietary AND supplemental sources.

WHAT FOODS ARE RICH IN CALCIUM?  These foods provide calcium in 

varying amounts: 

1 c. skim milk = 296mg/calcium  1 oz. slice processed cheese = 198 mg 

1 oz. cheddar cheese = 218 mg 1 oz. Swiss cheese = 262 mg 

1 c. yogurt = 295 mg             1 oz. canned salmon = 91 mg 

½ c. broccoli (cooked) = 158 mg  1 medium orange = 54 mg 

½ c. sweetened rhubarb = 105 mg 
 

WHAT FORMS OF SUPPLEMENTS ARE AVAILABLE?  The following 

list may be helpful in determining what alternative supplement may work best 

for you: 
 

Calcium-fortified Chocolate: 

Adora Gourmet Chocolate (www.adoracalcium.com) Available as milk or dark 

chocolate; 500 mg of calcium carbonate per 30-calorie bite-sized piece. 

Healthy Indulgence (www.heronutritionals.com) Also available as milk or dark 

chocolate; each 25-calorie piece contains 500 mg of calcium carbonate. 

Thompson Candy Company ï sells ñMooblesò for children.  Each piece of 

chocolate is wrapped in black and white cow spot foil and contains 140 mg of 

calcium carbonate. 

Calcium-fortified Chewables: 

Viactiv  (www.viativ.com) chewable caplets in flavors including milk chocolate, 

strawberry cream, chocolate mint, caramel, French vanilla, or raspberry.  For 

teens they have a fudge brownie-flavored option.  Each caplet contains 500 mg 

of calcium carbonate and 20 calories. 

The company that provides Citracal (www.citracal.com) now provides 

Creamy Bites Chewables fortified with calcium citrate, which is often easier on 

the digestive system than calcium carbonate.  This comes in flavors of chocolate 

fudge, lemon cream, or caramel.  Each serving is 35 calories and contains 500 

mg of calcium citrate. 

Calcium-fortified Beverages: 

If you are a bottled water consumer, you may wish to look into Cole Brothers 

Mineral Water (www.colewater.com) or Sanfaustino Calcium Water 

(www.calciumH2O.com).  Also, donôt forget that many brands of orange juice 

have developed calcium-fortified options. 

Miscellaneous Thoughts: 

Calcium is most beneficial when ingested in small amounts throughout the day.  

When calcium is ingested with meals high in fiber its absorption is decreased.  

Therefore, itôs helpful to ñaim highò in the amount of calcium taken.  Generally, 

excess calcium cannot be stored in the body so itôs unlikely for calcium toxicity 

to occur.  However, always check with your doctor for any concerns.  Calcium 

may also decrease or block the absorption of some medications including 

tetracycline, iron, or thyroid medications.  In general, any medication that should 

be taken on an empty stomach should not be taken with calcium supplements, 

food, or alternative sources.   Be sure to check with your doctor on any and all 

medications/supplements/dietary changes that you make. 
 

Most Americans need to increase their daily consumption of calcium to prevent 

bone loss and potential fractures.  Whether you are trying to prevent osteoporosis 

or are already being treated, calcium supplementation is an important part of 

therapy.   If you have any questions, Iôd be happy to meet with you.
